CUSTODIAL
COVERAGE

The total custodial hours for a booking will be determined based on the nature
of the event, attendance numbers, spaces used, length of booking, number of
custodians required, and overall scope of work required by the custodial staff.
Weekend permits are subject to additional custodial time to accommodate
duties, such as opening, set-up, water testing, snow removal, clean-up and
closing duties. For example, 30 minutes in advance of a permit and one hour
following. A minimum of three (3) hours are required for custodial scheduling
on weekends.

SALE OF FOOD

The sale and/or distribution of food, beverages, or other confections must
comply with Ministry Health and Fire Safety Regulations and is prohibited in any
gymnasium, auditorium or general-purpose room and the halls and corridors
adjacent thereto, except as specifically provided for in the permit.

ALLERGIES

Nuts, nut products, shellfish, fragrances and latex may pose a significant health
risk to students and community members and are not permitted on most school
properties. Animals, with the exception of service dogs, are not permitted on
school property.

FIRST AID
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The permit holder is responsible for ensuring their group is equipped with a
first aid kit or supplies, and that someone on site can provide first aid in the
event of an injury during their bookings. KPR cannot guarantee that Custodians
or other staff members on site are properly trained in first aid and/or CPR. Every
KPR facility has an Automated External Defibrillator (AED) on site. It is the
permit holder’s responsibility to find out and know the location of the AED
within the building.
